at Kanpur on 11th April, 1970

Mr. PRESIDENT,
DISTINGUISHED GUESTS, DELEGATES,
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN,

I am greatly beholden to the Bhartiya Mazdoor Sangh for
inviting me to deliver the inaugural address to this second all India
Conference of the Sangh. | am glad that an opportunity has
been afforded to me to express my views on the various ticklish
problems relating to labour-management relations, a subject with
which | have been associatfd for some years. Mo’ inanks are
due to Sarvasri Hans Deo Singh Gautam and P .u Prakash Misra
whose insistance and may Isay their re~rd for me made me
the accept the invitation.

PREAMABLE
TO
INDIA’S CONSTITUTION

We have adopted a federal democratic constitution in order
to secure to all the citizens

Justice—Social, economical and political.

Liberty—of thought, expression, belief, faith & worship and

Equality—of status and opportunity.

The preamable to our eonstiiution indicates that we are
wedded to a welfare state, where the rule of law plays a dynamic
role in establishing social and economic justice and equality.



CONCEPT IN OLD WESTERN DEMOCRACIES

It may be pointed out that every democratic state is not
necessarily a welfare State. In fact the idea of a welfare state was
totallv missing in old democracies of the west. Their concept was
that the State was onl responsible for Law and order situation
and the security of the State against ex'ernal aggression or inter-
nal turmoil. It had nothing to do with the welfare schemes of the
citizens viz providing them with adequate means of Livelihood
or securing for them equal pay for equal work. Such democra-
cies never thought of adopting such economic measures as to
avoid concentration of wealth in a few hands. They were indiffe-
rent to the course of life of the citizens with the result that the
rich became richer while the poor contii ued to be poor. Liberty
was just in name. The capit®ist and the industrialist exploited
the labour who had to lead a miserable life both in factories and

outside.

OCR LEADERS CONCEPT

O $&r leaders from lo.  before achieving independence had
been propagating the faith of common good by promotion of
peoples welfare. Mahati&a Gandhi, the father of our Nation,

regarded people’s welfare as his highest duty and the present
“Sarvodaya” movement is nothing but an edifice on the same

foundations.

The concept of a welfare state is based on the idea of well
being of an individual and common good. The state has, thus,
to adopt such policies and take such measures as may result in
avoiding excessive totalitarianism on the one hand and uncontro-

lled individualism on the other.

DIRECTIVE PRINCIPLES ON
CONSTITUTIONS

The framers of our Constitution took ample care in embody-
ing the important constituents of a socialistic state in the
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directive principles of the Constitution requiring the state to
direct its policy towards securing.

(a) that a_ll_l_ g‘g'ﬁenﬁ B}VS adequate means of livelihood-
(b) that tl]elge iﬁ ng concentration of wealth.

(c) that there is equal pay for equal work.

(d) that the health of the worker is not abused etc.

It is further required by our constitution that the state should
make effective provision for securing the right to work and a
right to education as also for giving assistance to people of old
age and to those who are unemployed. The State has also to
make suitable laws for just and human conditions of wor”™ and
for securing work to all workers as also a living wage so as to
ensure a decent standard of living.

PACE OF SOCIALISM

Inspite of the said provisions in our Constitution and deter-
mination of the people to have a socialistic syster with equal
opportunities for all and inequalities wiped r we have not
made speedy progress towards that goa’ within the last two
decades of our independence. Our <.e Prime Minister bandit
Jawahar Lal Nehru was keen that opeedy practical steps towards
social justice should be taken but inspite of his keenness, much
progress could not be made. He himself expressed dissatisfaction
on the slow progress made in this behalf The recent Nationali-
sation of fourteen banks appears to be a major step in that
direction. Some political par ies think that right to private
property should be abolished but socialism envisaged by our
Constitution, or as is generally understood does not warrant it.

DUTIES OF STATE

According to our constitution, what the State has to do is to
save the weak from the oppression of the strong and the labour
from exploitation by the capitalist. The state has a duty to
intervene in any matter endangering |he welfare of the people. It
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has also the duiy io help an individual to develop his personality
S0 as to increase his earning capacity and t’ jieby the national
income, leading to social-economic uplift of the country. It would
not be wrong to state that the problem of poverty should no more
be considered to be an individual problem but a problem of the
State, because the poorer is the individual, the poorer is the
country and greater is the danger to prosperity. The international
labour organisation rightly made a declaration, in 1944 that
*'Poverty anywhere constitutes a danger to prosperity
everywhere” The state and every citizen whether a capitalist or
an agriculturist or anyother employer or even the worker has to
endeavour to remove the inequality between the rich and the poor.

THREE PARTIES TO LABOUR PROBLEMS

If we all make concerted efforts towards our socialistic goal,
all questions relating to labour-welfare or labour-management
relations w»." ipsofacto be solved. At the present moment
solution to the t-oblems arising out of labour-management
relations, lies in the » nds of the State the industrial or agri-
cultural management and .be Unions. Each has to play a distinct

role in this behalf.
LAWS AND THEIR REQUIREMENTS

The state has to make laws and direct its industrial and
labour policies in the manner envisaged by the directive princi-
ples of the consitudon. There are certain existing laws intending
io remove inequalities e g the laws imposing different kinds of
taxation, laws relating to land reforms and laws imposing ceiling
on propeity etc. One of the objects of such laws is also to
ptevent concentration of wealth in a few hands and thereby
reducing the gap between the rich and the poor. Inspite of the
four five years plans we have not achieved success with the same
pace as intended. Let us hope that certain recent changes in some
of the laws alongwith greater technological progress will set

a pace.



There are a different set of laws governing the Industrial
relations such as making provisions for industrial disputes or
laying down conditf ns of works or for payment of minimum
wages or compensation in certain contingencies. The said laws
have helped the workers to a certain extent but still a lot remains
to be done. The Trade Union Law gives the Unions a place to
protect the interest of workers but they are stil’ to get their righ-
ful place in labour management relations. Laws alone cannot take
us to our goal of social uplift. An atmosphere of mutual trust and

good will has to be created both by management and workers
unions.

CHANGES REQUIRED IN LAW

I feel no hesitation in stating that a change in the law of
Trade Unions to stop multiplicity of Unions should be intro-
duced early No unions, which has not a certain percentage of
workers on its rolls should be registered. The provisions of dere-
gistration of unions on account of certain defaults s”'uld be
more stringently enforced.

The labour laws should also on a corr.cn pattern provide
for a representative union and giving i* u responsible position in
labour management relations. Opinions may differ in what manner
the representative character of a Union should be determined but
there can be no difference that such a provision will ensure for the
benefit of the workers, as well as the industry. Because several
disputes raised on account of rivalry between different politically
motivated unions, will either not be raised or will be settled ami-
cably. If we have to achieve the objective of settlement of Indus-
trial disputes by collective bargaining the earlier such a provision
is made, the better it is.

Laws should further be amended to make the conciliation
machinery more effective and fruitful than at present. There
should also be provision for compulsory arbitration in certain
cases, while the provision for voluntary arbitration should be
made more effective in order to settle the disputes by other
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methods than adjudication. The manner of reference of disputes
also needs a change. The provisions of law relating to implemen-
tation of awards and agreements should F more strictly enfor-
ced. The lay off, lock-out and strike shoud be discouraged. Ano-
ther change which is required in law is in respect of the workmen
engaged in Public Undertakings. The workmen of such under-
takings should not be differently treated than those in private
undertakings. The exceptions, wherever they exist in any state
law(such as in the U.P. Industrial Disputes Act) should be deleted.
For if an Industry is run or controlled by Government it is in the
course of its trade activities and it in no way amounts to perfor-
mance of state or legal functions. Moreoever public undertakings
should set an example for giving higher emoluments and better
benefits as compared to private undertakings rather than
otherwise.

INDUSTRIAL POLICY

The Inu ’trial Policy of the Govt, isrequired to be such as
may lead the cou,.  to self sufficiency in consumer goods. For
that purpose fields o. operation of public and private sectors
should be earmarked Thv nationalisation of the existing major
Industries and licencing in future should be done on that basis.
As far as possible one sector should not be allowed to encroach
upon the field of operation of the other. The management of the
public undertakings should be in such hands as may be able to
run the industry efficiently and maintain the labour management
relations coordially. One other policy which has to be pursued
is that suitable steps should be taken for the attraction of greater
foreign and Indian Investment, so that the imbalance in our
economy is removed. It should also speed up the process of taking
over and managing such closed and sick industries as can be run
efficiently by proper control and financial assistance. In short
our industrial policy should be pui poseful. It should be formu-
lated on project basis keeping in view the national priorities
resulting in economic growth generally.



LABOUR POLICY

The labour polir'" of the Govt, even under the existing iaws,
needs re-orientation. The labour department should play a more
effective and a more prominent part in labour management
cooperation, in settling labour disputes, without recourse to
adjudication. The deptt. must intervene at the appropriate time,
at the various stages of Industrial conflict, whether due to the
high handedness of the employers or the workers or the rivalry of
the unions.

LABOUR MANAGEMENT COOPERATION

Much can be achieved by labour-management-cooperation,
but the very concept of labour-management cooperation, appears
to be a contradiction in terms. Because both the employers and
the Unions in our country think in terms of strike rather than
cooperation. There is no doubt that both the employers and the
Unions represent competing or may be conflicting, id*,<csts, but
each of them has to realise that neither is goir>s to disappear
from the field and each group constitutes an ~ential limb of the
Industry. Each has further to realise th-. there are three parties
in every industry, the industry, the workers and the consumers.
They have to work in a manner as to subserve the interest of all
the three. The interest of the consumer lies in constant supply of
the goods at reasonable prices while the interest of both the
industry and the workers is linked with production. Any increase
or fall in production will effect the interest of all to their advan-
tage or disadvantage as the case may be.

CONSEQUENCES OF STRIFE AND HOW
TO AVOID IT

If instead of cooperation, there is industrial strife for any
cause whatsoever, it may result in go slow, lay off or lock out or
strike. In every case the production either goes down or is comple-
tely stopped, with the consequence of sufferings to consumer.
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worker and industry The relations between the management and
labour naturally become strained. There are charges and counter
charges followed by a chain of actions an *reactions, moreover,
any sort of strike consumes time, energy and resources. It is thus
in the interest of every body concerned to create an atmosphere
for labour-management cooperation. This can easily be done if
the management and labour both adopt a constructive attitude
keeping in view the totality of the circumstances The emp!o\e s
should treat the workers as their own forgetting the question of
prestige. The Unions and workers should treat the industry as a
national interest. The unions should infuse in the workers a spirit
of realisation of their duties and responsibilities. They should ref-
rain from doing any thing merely due to the union rivalry. Both
paities should create a spirit a of mutual trust and goodwill and
foster cooperation. This done the efficiency and productivity will
both be maintained without any further efforts.

MAIN GAUSE OF STRIFE

One cause of‘he present day industrial unrest and strife
appears to be the wai? of maturity of judgment both on the side
of the managements as wJ1 as the Unions or mofe precisely the;
leaders. Both of them do not appear to apply their minds in
understanding each others point of view This attitude is perhaps
more due to transitional period in the development of our indus-
tries. This phase is not peculiar to our country. Such conditions
also prevailed in the early stages in other industrially developed
countiies, like America. It was after many years or sad experience
of industrial disturbances that the spirit of labour-management
cooperation was developed and the disputes came to be settled by
collective bargaining. They have also an alternative method of
settling disputes through grievance arbitration or voluntary arbi-
tration. It is adopted whenever collective bargaining fails (which
is very seldom) or whenever there is a dispute upon the interpre-
tation of any clause of an agreement during its subsistance. The
sprit in which the unions work ig that country will be depicted by
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the utterance of a Union leader JACAB POTOFSKY in 1946. He
said “We do not fight the machine. We fight for the protection of
the people.” This should provide a guide line to obr Union
leaders as also the management to settle all industrial disputes
by mutual negotiations or by collective bargaining of by volun-
tary arbitration.

PROMOTION OF COOPERATION BY
LABOUR PARTICIPATION

Having stressed the necessity for labour management
Cooperation it should be the endeavour of all concerned to create
conditions for promotion of such relations, in order to eliminate
differences and encourage cooperation. Some suggestions have
already been made in the forgoing paras. Another, perhaps the
most important is, to allow labour participation in management
affairs more freely and frequently. It may be through joint
consultation committees or Joint Management Councils or
through any other mode, but not a mere code conduct or
discipline as was tried or a mere recommend- ..on as in the case
of Works Committees appointed under Sec 3 of the Industrial
Disputes Act. There should be a lepf. sanction to make the work
of Joint Management Councils *"re effective. To my mind, if the
attitude of the employers had been more responsive, if there had
been no multiplicity of unions with political rivalry, if there had
been a provision for a representative Union competent to deliver
goods, even the present provision of Law for works Committees
would have shown better results. The law should be so changed
as to recognise the appointment of Joint Management Councils
in certain industries. More powers should be given to it and the
recommendations should be made enforcible.

COOPERATION IS KEY TO PRODUCTIVITY

All concerned must realise that labour management coopera-
tion is the key to productivity- such cooperation is all the more
necessary for banishing poverty from our land, for greater is the
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prosperity the less is the poverty. For that purpose, the resources
of men, material and management have to be so pooled together
as to give the best results. The gains of hig’er productivity
should be shared both bv the industry as well as the workers.
The management must realise that higher productivity is the
result of greater efforts on the part of the workmen.

SHARING OF GAINES OF PRODUCTIVITY

Such efforts must be rewarded by distributing a part of the
gains to the workers. In what manner and to what extent the
gains should go to labour is a controvertial question, but opini-
ons do not differ that a substantial part should go to their share.

It is the function of the management to plan the schemes of
productivity, but their introduction should as far as possible be
done after an agreement with the unions. It will also be better
to introduce system of payment by results after fixing a norm and
a fall back Weo' for the worker. There should also be incentive
scheme for paymetu of higher wages/rates on achieving the 1st
efficiency over the norm <*nd still higher wages/rates for achieving
the 2nd efficiency over the hi ¢. The parties should clearly under-
stand that what can be achievea by their cooperation, cannot be
achieved by strife or differences.

ACHIEVEMENT SINCE INDEPENDANCE

No body can deny the fact that since independance the
country has made a good deal of progress in the Industrial
field. Many kinds of major, small scale and cottage industries
have been set up. This has opened new avenues of employment
to skilled and unskilled workers. There has also been a distinct
improvement in the working conditions. More wages are being
paid now than ever before to all kinds of labour, particulaily the
industrial worker. The standard of living has also gone up to
some extent. There has been significant expansion in Agriculture
and its production has gone up considerably, but the rural labour
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still remains unorganised may be due to er.viroj news It has not
gained as much as the industrial labour. But every thing said and
done the nation ;Sstill faced with the problems of productivity,
unemployment, under-employment and non payment of adequate
wages. Industrial peace and harmoney is but in name in many
industries. The productivity is low. The prevailing industrial
unrest is resulting in loss of lacs of men hour every year. The
leaders of the unions and management, both on regional and all
India basis, should sit round the table and find out remedies to
all ailments on long term and short term basis.

COORDINATION OF FIVE M’S

The basic requirement for any industrial progress or for
higher and higher productivity or even for maintaining the
present rate of productivity is the coordination of the three NTs,
or Men, Material and Management” as already stated, and two
further Ms- Money and Machines. This can be achieved by mere
fulfilment of the respective expectations of the m uagement and
labour.

EXPECTATIONS FP M LABOUR

The labour must perform its duties, by putting in hard work
with the required skill. They should properly look after the
machines, should turn out standard quality products expected
from the material and machines in their charge. | hey must work
with honesty and sincerity and should not do anything, which
may lower the production or endanger the working in any way or
affect the security or do any thing else which disturbes or is likely
to disturb the industrial peace and harmony Ihe labour leaders
have also to see that the workers perform their part of the job.
It is their responsibility to make the labour more duty conscious
than at present. In case of differences with the employers they
should not give a call to “go slow” or strike. The proper course is
to try to settle them, in the manner suggested without taking
recource to agitational methods or even through adjudication,
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both of which embitter the relations. It is the duty of the labour
leaders as well as the workers, to make the industry prosper ous

if not for any other reason than for their own p»osperity and the
prosperity of the nation.

DUTIES OF MANAGEMENT

The management has not only the corresponding responsi-
bilities corelated to the workers duties aforesaid but its responsi-
bilities are even greater. It has first to do both long term and
short term planning in respect of the resources particularly money
material and finished products so that there is no bottle neck due
to any, nor any under utilisation, of men and machines. Tt must
keep a constant vigil so that the machine efficiency is maintained
and production of rated capacity is obtained This is possible only
when machines are constantly kept in good conditions by taking
timely steps for repairs, for replacement of wornout parts and for
modernisation of out moded and old machines. For that purpose
efficiency tests, v experts have to be carried out from time to
time. It has also to $<* that there are minimum breakdowns in the
machines, and no unnecc.'ary wastage and that quality control is
maintained. In fact the employers must adopt a process of conti-
nuous appraisal of all factors relating to productivity

WHAT SHOULD BE WAGE POLICY

Correlated with the productivity is the question of wages. The
aim or wage policy whether on All India basis or Region-cum-
industry basis or industrv-cum-region basis or on individual
industry basis should be ihat ofa progressive increase. However,
any real improvement in wagc st uciure can only be brought
about by increase in productvity. Everyone concerned must
understand that in order to sustain increase in wages, greater and
greater productivity must be achieved.

FACTORS MATERIAL OF WAGE FIXATION

In the fixation of wage structure, the factors which are
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generally taken into consideration are (a) the worker gets a fair
remuneration for his labour (bl there is incentive for efficiency
and greater and greater efforts (c) the industry gets a fair return
to the investment and fd) the prices of the product are not unduly
raised so as to effect the interest of the consumber. Another
factor which matters these days, due to abnormal rise in prices
or articles of necessity, is the question of neutralisation of price
index by some artificial formu'a by payment D F A. or D. A
This adjustment has becon e necessary to mitigate the hardships
caused by price rise.

CONCEPT OF MINIMUM, FAIR
& LIVING WAGES

The accepted wage concept at present is the same as defined
in the form of “the minimum wage” the fair wage” and the living
wage’ by the committee on Fair wages (CFW) “Minimum wage”
represent the lower limit of fair wage, while ‘livip*» ' age* is the
highest level of ‘fair wage*. In between the two the fair wage.
These levels are neither fixed nor are they s*.uc. They would very
according economic developments and changed circumstances of
social justice from time to time. D’Ccrent views have been expre-
ssed by the employers and the unions as to whether the* minimum
wage* as defined by C. F. W. is the same as ‘Need based mini-
mum wage*. The Nationl Commission on Labour ( N. C. L.)
expressed the view that the two are the same and the ‘need based
minimum wage* is also a level or the fair wage and represents a
wage higher tha then ‘minimum wage’ obtaining in many industries
at present. For the fixation of the former capacity of industry to
pay is taken (to consideration though not for the letter N. C. L.
is also or the view that ‘Need based Minimum wage* and wages
at the higher level can be introduced in phases in mind the capa-
city of employer to pey. This view must be accepted.

NATIONAL MINIMUM WAGE

N.C.L. also considered the question of fixation of a Nationl
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Minimum wage. After considering the various aspects of the
rnajjer jtcam” to the conclusion that a uniform pattern for such a
wage for the whole country was ‘neither fear”>le nor desirable,
as there was wide variation in the prevailing rates of minimum
wages fixed under the *Minimum Wages Act* even within a small
geographical region. Such a minimum was could only be fixed m
different homogenous regions in each state. To my mind if indus-
tries are classified into financially well placed industries and
otherwise on industry-cum-region basis a phased programme of
wage increase may be introduced for the former by an agreement
between the employers and the union. Asementioned earlier in the
context of higher productivity payment by results should be intro-
duced in as many sections or departments of an industry as
possible.

WAGE DIFFERENTIALS

At Wl ’fever level of the wage standards described above fhe
wages are fixer., »he relative wages in different occupations should
de such as to main|<n th$ wage differentials.

WORKING CONDITIONS

Much need not besaid about the working conditions as the
laws make ample provisions for proper ventilation, lighting, tempe-
rature, hours of work, over time, leave, holidays and safety
measures etc. The complaints about violation of such provisions
are few and far between. The only thing needed is that there
should be no laxity in their observance. It may also be mentioned,
that placement of men and machines should be such as to allow
free movements of body and limbs, without any strain. There
should be occupational case without under effort causing faticue.
It is in the interest of the industry itself to keep the place of
work in healthy and proper conditions and makf such improve-
ments form time to time as are in the interest of the health of
the workers.



LABOUR WELFARE

So for as labour welfare goes, it is a relative term, ihe hation
of which differs from country to country dr even from region to
region. It also changes with the advance of time. The directive
principles of our constitutions require ‘prohidtion of the welfare
of the people* in general and ‘just and hum'ah conditions of
work’ for working class. Welfare schemes inside the factofv are
inter-mingled with working conditions. Some such facilities as
educational, medical, transport, recreational and canteen etc. if
given to workers, will improve the standard of living and will
ensure for the benefit of industry. It should however be under-
stood by the unions that giving of such facilities should not be
abused by raiding unnecessary demands for extending such
facilities. Such acts based upon social considerations and human
relations are a more privilege to enjoy and not a legal right.

HOUSING

Housing is no doubt a part of la”™ jr welfare, $ut the

employers cannot ordinarily be asked » provide housing to their
workers, except in cases where the mature of employment requires
the presence of the workers at short notice or where the industry
is set up in an out of the way place. In the context of acute
shortage of houses in urban areas, the govt, has to play a greater
part than the employers.

RATIONALISATION & AUTOMATION

Rationalisation and automation are another trouble spot in
industrial relations. Both have similar effect on employment of
workers by reduction of the man strength in an industry. Both
are the outcome of technological development, involving a charge
in the structure and control of an industry. It cannot be denied
that rationalisation plays a definite role in improving producti-
vity. If the standard of living of the workers is to be raised,
there should be a progressive increase in their wages from ‘mini-
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mum wage to living wage. This is possible only by increase in
productivity by adopting technological advance. Tne unions
should not therefore resist any scheme of rationalisation in the
own interest of workers, may the interest of the country. How-
ever, the problem has to be tackled on the basis of human
relations. Rationalisation should be done after an agreement
with the union on the same lines as recommended by the 15th
Indian Labour Conference 1957 i. e.

(1) There should be no retrenchment or loss in earnings of
the existing employees and the surplus workers should be provi-
ded with suitable alternative jobs.

(2) There should be equitable sharing of the benefits of
rationalisation.

(3) There should be proper assessment of work load.

What applies to rationalisation equally applies to
automation.

It will ti. ’s appear that for the maintenance of industrial
peace and harmou;’ the basic requirement is that of the labour
management cooperaii n, Given goodwill on both sides, it is not
difficult to achieve.

CONCLUSIONS

Gentlemen, the country is passing through difficult times
both politically and economically. The national interest has to be
protected on all fronts. We must maintain our unity, increase our
productivity and develope our resources by giving a new shape
to our socio-economic structure. We must maintain descipline
and follow certain code of conduct in all walks of life, so that
speedy progress may be achieved towards all round prosperity.
Let us all dedicate ourselves to the task of promoting National
interest.
