While so, Srinivash pulled Umesh by his shirt collar and abused in vulgar and filthy language saying

71, On 25.06.2018, the enquiry continued and the CSE attended the enquiry with his co-employee
Mrs.Vasantha Kumari and cross examination of MW-3 by the CSE continued. MW-3 did not agree to
the suggestion in cross examination that HR announced compensatory-off, and clarified that HR had
announced overtime, She stated that at the time of Incident at 4.30 PM, she was in the finishing
section along with other employees working. MW-3 did not agree that the CSE did not use vulgar or
filthy language and threatened Umesh. She did not agree that due to the pressure from management
she had stated false allegation against the CSE. She stated she was present on the day of incident and
had seen the incident herself (eye witness). MW-3 said she had received the OT amount for the work
done on 25/03/2018. She did not agree that whatever she stated in her above compliant was false.
Cross examination of MW-3 was concluded. The CSE requested adjournment to continue the cross
examination. The PO objected for granting adjournment for re-calling the witness saying that the CSE
had cross examined all the witnesses including MW-3 at length and there was no justification to recall
MWS3 an sought for rejecting his request for further adjournment. As CSE had cross examined all the
management witnesses at length, and MW3 was examined in four different sessions there was no
merit or justification to further adjourn the examination of MW-3, and his request was rejected. The
PO submitted that he had concluded the evidence of his witness. As there was no re-examination
requested for MW3 and there were no more management witnesses to be examined as stated by PO,
the enquiry was adjourned to 30.06.2018 for defense evidence.

22. On05.07.2018, the CSE deposed himself in defence. He filed his defence statement in writing. Defence
statement dated 30.06.2018 was taken on record and marked, and a copy was given to PO. Self-
deposition of the CSE was concluded.

At fhat time,
Umesh held his collar and used bad language on him. He replied that, since the he (CSE) didn’t have
belief on management, he did not complain against Umesh. He also informed that he’knows Umesh
alter 6 months of him joining work. He replied he had no enmity with Umesh. He re‘plued Umesh has
grudge on him since he is an active member of union and he used to ask him questions about work.

He did not agree that his explanation and defence statement are false and baseless. Cross
examination of the CSE was concluded.

24, On 09.07.2018, the CSE produced Mr. Naveen Kumar as his first Defence Witness (DW-1). In Fhe
defense statement, DW-1 stated that he was working in CCC-1 for last three years as MD Machx-ne
Operator. On 24.03.2018 he was on duty In the factory. At about 4.30 PM on tha‘t day, checking
supervisor Umesh advised all the workers in Finishing Section that overtime work is scheduled on
Sunday the 25" March 2018. Related to this Srinivash R did not discuss with any employee nor with
4

Umesh. Srinivash abusing Umesh in vulgar and filthy language is false allegation made against
Srinivash.

25. Inthe cross examination by PO, DW-1 answered that his T No is 4442 and he is working in CCC-1 from
past 3 years as MD Machine Operator. He replied that Umesh'’s compliant against the CSE is because
of personal grudge. He informed Umesh and the CSE were good, but since the last 6 months, Umesh
had grudge on Srinivash because the CSE always talked to the finishing workers, and Umesh had
informed the finishing workers not to listen to the CSE’s words because he was bad, and that, he was
not a good human being. He replied that the enquiry was being conducted for the incident on
24.03.2018. On Saturday morning 11:00 O’clock, Umesh has taken Overtime signature, but after that
4.30 pm, HR announced it as compensatory-off. Srinivash asked morning we signed for Overtime slip,
but why HR is announcing as Compensatory-off. Due to this, Srinivash fought with Umesh and Umesh
Pushed Srinivash and used bad words which DW-1 can't tell. He replied that the CSE did not complain

to HR because the CSE does not have confidence on HRD and Management. He knows the CSE is an
active member of union because even he is in the Union.

26. The CSE Produced Mr. Satish on 13.07.2018 as his second defence witness (DW-2). During the
¢ ! examination, DW-2 stated that he is working in CCC-1 Mysore for the last 4 years. He knows Srinivash,
who is working with him in dispatch section. He submitted his two-page written statement dated

13.07.2018 which was taken on record.

27. In the cross examination by PO, DW-2 answered that his token number is 4042 and he knows the CSE

since 4 years. He replied he is a member of the union. Management is aware that he was in the union.

During the examination,
DW-3 stated that he had been working in Carnival Clothing Company as Packing Helper for 4.5 years.
He knows Mr. Srinivash, the CSE who s working with him in Carnival Cl

othing Company. He filed his

by his co-worker Manjunath, who was examined as MW2, he confirmed that he personally witnessed
an altercation taking place between the CSE and Umesh (MW1) with regard to whether Sunday work
was in lieu of Overtime or Compensatory off. He confirmed that that CSE abused Umesh using bad
language and also physically threatened him. He further corroborated it and stated that he and his
other two colleagues (Siddegowda, Keerthi & Manjunath B) went along with Umesh to drop him to
his house on that Saturday evening after working hours. Siddegowda and Keerthi were not examined
as witnesses by the management nor the accused employee challenged these facts or brought them
as witnesses to disprove the claim. It is quite evident from the statements and cross examination of
MW1 and MW2 that an altercation took place. CSE is not taking a stand anywhere in the enquiry about

the fact that an altercation did not take place.

34. Although the CSE stated that he did not stop an
that he pulled Umesh’s shirt collar and abused h

35. The plea of the CSE that he did not raise a complaint with the management about the incident as he
lacked confidence in the management is not believable. When he claims to be an active union
member, there is no apparent reason why he should not have formally raised a grievance or complaint
about the incident with the management. An employee working with the company for close to 5 years
filing a police complaint about an incident that took place in the factory, instead of approaching the
management of the company can only be viewed as an anticipatory action to bail him out of the
consequences of his own misconduct. CSE could not provide any evidence or past incident that even
slightly suggested that the management was vindictive to him during the past years of his service with

the company.

The language used by CSE as provided in the charge sheet and
as substantiated in the evidence In the enquiry prove beyond doubt that the CSE violated discipline

and threa_tened a colleague with dire physical consequences amounting to serious misconduct as per
the standing order of the company.

37. The CSE in his cross examination done by the Presenting Officer confirm the fact that a disagreement

took place between him and Umesh over Sunday working. Mr Naveen Kumar, DW1 in his evidence
stated that ‘Umesh pushed Srinivash, during the disagreement and used bad words which he cannot
tell'. He also said that Umesh had grudge towards Srinivash. However, his statements lacked facts,
details and were not substantiated. A mere statement that Umesh had told finishing workers that
Srinivash is bad and heisnota good human being cannot be seen as an evidence of grudge to frame
him in case of indiscipline. In a similar way, Satish (DW2) gave his evidence stating that Umesh used
bad words and pushed Srinivash. DW2 also stated that CSE did not raise a complaint about the incident
with the management as he did not have confidence in the management. He also could not give any
evidence to prove that management did not act on any past complaint raised by him. Mr Sridhar, who
gave evidence as DW3 did not have anything specific to state about the incident. DW-3 knew the
allegation made against the CSE but he said in the enquiry that while he knew the content of his
written statement, he does not know how to read or write and somebody had to read and tell what
is mentioned in the written statement. Although the defence witnesses made an argument that
Umesh had grudge on Srinivash, they could not give any evidence to prove grudge. Further, the
defence argument that Srinivash did not complain to the management as he did not have confidence
in the management, is also not believable as no evidence was produced that management has not
acted on any past complaint of CSE. In the given circumstances of the case, action on the part of CSE
not to file a complaint with the management and instead to file a police complaint against Umesh can
only be seen as ap anticipa-tory action to evade disciplinary process. The statements of DW1, DW2 &
DW3 lacked specifics, details and appeared as fictional. However, the statements of Umesh was fully

corroborated by the evidence of MW2 & MW3 to prove that the CSE abuse

Sub: Explanation to the show cause notice dated
24/9/2018.

I, the undersigned respectfully submits as follows:
1. At the outset, I submit that the show cause notice, which is based on the
defective and unfair enquiry, is not sustainable in law. In fact, various
representations are given during enquiry at various stages over the defects
of the enquiry. Many times, the said request has been made to the
management also. Unfortunately, all the said prayers have been turned
down, which have prejudiced the defence. Finally, he has yielded to the
management in submitting a perverse finding also. Inspite of repeated
requests to conduct the enquiry in fair manner, without considering the
same, the enquiry officer has conducted the enquiry and concluded the

enquiry. ‘The opportunity to produce all the defence witnesses was curtailed




bv the enquiry officer. The defects of the enquiry were explained to the

enquiry officer then and there itself, but the same has not been considered.

2. 1t is submitted that the various material objects and documents

including the incident reports, complaints etc., have been marked without

following the procedures under law. Some of them are marked without the

presence of the authors in the enquiry. Hence, the golden opportunity to
cross the witnesses over the authenticity of the documents was not provided
to the defence, which is a serious defect in the enquiry, as the enquiry
officer has taken the said objects into consideration while submitting the
findings. Even full opportunity to address oral arguments fully was not
given. Even then, the enquiry officer was duty bound to provide reasonable
opportunity to defend the case effectively and properly. The enquiry
proceedings are self-explanatory. In that notice, the management has
contended that the report is about 10 pages, out of which, 8 pages are with
regard to charge sheet and evidence. The remaining two pages only is the
findings of the enquiry officer, which clearly establishes that the enquiry

officer has not given his findings on the basis of evidence on record and

documents. Hence, the same is not sustainable in law.

3. Without prejudice to the above contentions and without going to
the other defects of the domestic enquiry at this stage, 1 am submitting this
representation over the defects of the show cause notice and the perverse
findings of the enquiry officer, which has been endorsed by your good
office without applying the mind independently to the various admitted

facts and legal principles, which are highlighted by me in the enquiry.
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4, At the outset, you have lssued the show cause notice afler
accepting the findings of the enquiry officer and calling upon me to say

only over the proposed major punishment, “This s unfiir and unjust, Before
accepting the Nndings, it was the duty of the management (o pive an
opportunity to me to say over the findings of the enquiry officer and then
only, the punishment could be proposed. ‘This attitude of the management
clearly proves the hurriedness to victimize me by denying me the aforesaid
opportunity, However, 1 am taking this opportunity to say over the findings
of the enquiry officer also, as the same is a perverse finding and your good
office has got the power, authority, jurisdiction and also duty to consider
my reply and to set aside the said enquiry report as perverse one. Hence,
this reply. In the show cause notice at para, 2 you have accepted the

findings. Hence, on this ground itself, the show cause notice is not

sustainable in law.

5. Before saying over the proposed punishment, | am trying to
demonstrate that the findings of the enquiry officer is totally perverse, not
based on evidence on record and opposed to the whole documentary
evidence, the contents of which, are not proved in accordance with law,

though, they are marked for the limited purpose of identification. “Mere

marking a document does not dispense with its proof” is the law laid down

by the apex court.

0. In the domestic enquiry, the burden of proof is always on the
shoulders of the management. The management is required to prove each

and every charge by producing cogent oral as well as

documentary

as they are tutored witnesses. That cannot be treated as consistency etc., and

on that basis, they cannot be believed. Justice “not only be done but also
seem to be done” is the legal principle, required to be followed in the
domestic enquiries. Further, the evidence of only management witnesses,
who are under the control of the management, cannot be believed as gospel
truth, in the absence of corroborated evidence by the workmen who have
suffered by the alleged incident. The enquiry officer and the management
both must take utmost care and caution while dealing with such cases,
pertaining to trade union activities, which is missing in this case. “Though,
the Evidence Act is not applicable to the domestic enquiries, the substantive
rules of Evidence Act is definitely applicable” is the legal principle laid

down by the apex court in calena of cases. Hence, the action of the enquiry

officer in holding that all the charges are proved on the basis of such

exhibits, which are not produced and proved in accordance with Jaw ‘5

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definitely a perverse finding. In fact, | am at a loss to understand the
“inconsistencies” found by the enquiry officer in the defence evidence. As
already submitted carlier, there is no inconsistencies in the defence
evidence as falsely contended by the enquiry officer, solely with a malafide
intention to disbelieve the same. The defence stand is not shifted at any

time as falsely contended by the enquiry officer and the same is a consistent

stand only.

8. The enquiry officer also mentioned at para 32 of the findings that
the documents produced by me, such as, police complaint,
acknowledgement, medical certificate etc., were just taken on records,
which clearly establishes that the enquiry officer has not taken into
consideration of the entire documents produced by me in the enquiry.

Even in

the matter of imposing punishments, the management must see the nature of

alleged misconducts, the past blemish less service record along with

humanity. The Hon’ble Supreme court of India has laid down that the

“reformative theory” shall be followed while imposing the punishment over

the workmen, which causes severe hardships to the poor employees and
their familics. The management is bound to discharge their social
responsibility in a proper and justified manner and not with vindictiveness.
Even Section 11A of the Industrial Disputes Act 1947 has given powers to
the Hon'ble courts to reduce punishments, if the same is harsh and grossly

disproportionate to the alleged acts of misconduct. In the present case,

there is no proper justification to impose such major punishment over me,

%

as 1 have never committed any such grave acts of misconduct. Hence,
imposing the economic death penalty of dismissal is unfair, unjust, illegal
and not sustainable in law. This is without prejudice to the contention that

the management has failed to prove the alleged acts of misconduct.

x For the various reasons mentioned above, the domestic enquiry is
3 unfair and unjust.
